In the 1990s, Israeli archaeologists found a small fragment of a Dead Sea Scroll (hidden in the 

year 70AD) that listed people God did not love ð people who were cursed and should not be 
allowed in the Temple.  It is a scary list: people who were blind or deaf or crippled or unable 

to speak or with leprosy or women with a constant flow of blood.  These people had a deep realization that 

they needed a Savior!  These were all people that Jesus welcomed and sought out!  These were 

people He loved! In the gospels Jesus cures each of these listed human ailments.* 
  

Todayõs gospel is the story of one such person, Blind Bartimaeus.   While Bartimaeus was blind, he saw  

better than most people.  In his blindness, he recognized Jesus as the Son of David and asked for His help.  

He called out to Jesus in his need.  The crowd was unsympathetic ð remember they had been taught that his 

blindness was a curse from God and they looked down on him.  But Bartimaeus recognized his Savior and 

did not give up ð in one sense the Blind Man could already see with the eyes of faith what the crowd did not 

see.  When Jesus called him, he threw off his robe and hurried to meet Him.  When his sight was restored, 

he followed the Lord. 
  

Our First Reading is from the Prophet Jeremiah, ordinarily a pretty morose guy; but in todayõs reading 

Jeremiah invites us to òShout with joy é for the Lord has delivered His people.ó  You can imagine the joy 

that must have filled Bartimaeus when he realized he could see; but his joy came from an even deeper  

realization: God loved him!  Our Second Reading from St Paulõs Letter to the Hebrew Christians reminds 

us that Jesus Christ, our High Priest, understands and deals patiently with us. 
  

Bartimaeus prayed, òMaster, I want to see.ó  What is your prayer?  Where do you need to be filled 

with the joy and peace that only Jesus Christ can bring?  Today is a good time to tell the Lord. 
 

*In Chapter 7:18-23 of St Lukeõs Gospel, John the Baptist sent messengers to Jesus asking if He was the  

Messiah.  Jesusõ answer helps us understand this Dead Sea Scroll fragment.  The people who were listed as 

unloved by God are the very people that Jesus goes to ð He was telling John the Baptist and us that He has 

come to those who need Him.

We will be offering a follow-up program, the next step in the JustFaith journey:  itõs JustSkills. 
 

JustSkills. http://justfaith.org/JF122.html; It's a 20 week program designed to help us learn skills 

to effectively do social justice.  It is similar to JustFaith in format:  prayer, reflection, readings, 

immersion experience, speakers.  JustSkills adds the action (what do we do with what we know?)  

component.  Here's how it breaks down: 

¶ The 1st 5 weeks focus on the Bishop's document:  Communities of Salt and Light: Reflections on the So-
cial Mission of the Parish. We look at various models of social justice/ministry while creating our own vision. 

¶ The 2nd 5 weeks focus on skills around justice education and immersion experiences, legislative advocacy 

and community organizing approaches and concepts 

¶ The 3rd 5 weeks focus on social analysis and issues development.  As a group, we identify an issue re-

lated to social justice and research its various aspects/causes, etc., and prepare an analysis for the parish's 

consideration of and involvement in the issue. 

¶ The 4th 5 weeks focus on actually doing social ministry...perhaps building on what we're already doing in 

our Parish or doing something else. 

¶ There will be opening and closing retreats.  All participants are expected to take on some facilitation  

responsibility as a way to learn skills.   
 

The cost should be about $100 per person.  We plan to start our Just Skills session on Thursday

Anointing of the Sick 
 

The ministry of Jesus has two beacons that point to the reign of God.  Jesus announced  Good News in his 

preaching and teaching.  He offered a new way of looking at life and our relationships with one another.  The 

other central activity of his ministry was healing for the sick.  He was moved with care and compassion for 

each of the people who sought his assistance. 
 

Healing ministry is larger than curing just as sickness is more than symptoms.  When one is ill, one can just 

not feel like oneõs self; lose a sense of hope; be cut off from normal activities; experience a weakening of  

relationships, and a loss of purpose or direction.  Healing encompasses all of these.  Jesus restored people to 

their community and sent them on mission.  He restored relationships and a sense of hope. 
 

Those who are ill or weakened by age continue to have these experiences today and also need the healing 

ministry of Jesus.  The church cares for the sick through prayer both with them and for them, visits that 

maintain connection with the community, bringing communion to those who cannot come to church,  

invitations for them to minister through prayer, and by celebrating the sacrament of Anointing of the Sick. 
 

While this sacrament is often celebrated in the hospital or at home, twice each year, in the fall and spring, we 

celebrate it communally at our weekend Eucharistic liturgies.  Communal celebrations allow the whole  

community to express their connection to the sick and help overcome the sense of isolation.  It allows us to 

focus our prayer for them and express our support as we lay hands on those who are sitting near us during 

the prayers.   
 

This weekend, October 24th & 25th, we will have the Anointing of the Sick at the 5:15 p.m., 8:30 a.m., and 

10:30 a.m. parish liturgies.  Please encourage any who are sick and able to attend to come celebrate the  

sacrament.  You are also invited to show your care for the sick by laying your hands on their shoulders or 

holding their hands as the community prays for them.
